Continue to remove conifer regen
from broadleaf areas to prevent
long term habitat loss

In accordance with forestry and
water guidelines (5th edition)
water courses to be protected
during operations and the open
ground introduced during the last
restocking period is maintained 

Ensure existing third-party
infrastructure is protected during
operations

Enhance the wildlife corridors in
the forest by removing regen to
keep these paths clear

Maintain the known historic
features within the forest
boundary

Timber consultation route.
Agreement with local D&G
roading department before any
harvesting operations begin

Inspection of Broadleaf areas to
determine if they can be
converted to native woodland
over the next 20 years of the plan
